You will also want to consider the weather when
installing it. If the temperature changes too much while the concrete is curing, you may
end up with cracks, damaging its overall strength.

This foundation type is ideal for those who are looking for a lower-cost, easy
maintenance solution. Concrete can easily be sprayed down to keep it clean, and you
can add some decorative trim to make it more aesthetically pleasing.

Thoroughly check for any cracks or damage to your patio, and take a level to
verify it's perfectly leveled. Even the slightest offset could cause damage to your hot tub
over time.

Adding your hot tub to your patio can help create a clean backyard appearance, tying
your hot tub in naturally to your existing space, especially when paired with the right
colored cabinet.

3. Paver Stones

When you use paver stones, you'll be able to create a more unique look for your hot tub
foundation with a wide variety of options to choose from.

When using paver stones for your hot tub, look for ones that are at least 2 inches thick.
If they are any thinner, they’ll crack and break under the weight of your hot tub.

To increase the life span of your paver stones, you’ll want to have a base to install them
on instead of putting them directly on top of the ground. You can do this by layering
gravel and sand underneath to support your paver stones.
